The California Department of Education has given permission for districts to use local
assessments in place of the State Assessment, CAASPP, for spring testing. Roseville
City School District will be using our local assessment, iReady, for our spring

testing. By using our local assessment, we are confident that we can obtain accurate
data points to assist with our planning, for it to be a more familiar format for the
students, and to assist us in supporting your student/s with their specific needs. This
is an important assessment that helps students and parents understand where their
students are performing in reading and math proficiency. After the completion of
testing each parent or guardian will be provided a Parent Report that explains where
your student/s are performing. As educators, we value this information as it helps us
identify areas for improvement and focus as we plan for 2021-2022.

Once again, thank you so much to all of our families and students for following all of
the safety protocols put in place for our school to remain open for in person
instruction. As a result of our school community’s diligence, we have not had to
quarantine a class in quite awhile. Keep up the good work and continue to wear
masks, socially distance and wash your hands!
